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REGULATIONS

1) The competition is open to documentaries, fiction, television programmes, TV commercials presented in video (Pal, Betacam,  SP) or film format (16mm or 35mm).

2) For selection purposes the participants must send a copy of their films in VHS format,  together with a slide or a photo concerning the work with a short description of its plot/synopsis in Italian or in English (this material will not be given back). Each VHS presented for the selection will be kept as part of a scientific archive or to be used for accompanying events.

3) The films will be viewed  by a Scientific Committee who will select those to be shown during the Festival. The Committee’s decisions are final. 

4) The films  selected for the Festival must be sent to the Festival Board only in Betacam or film format. In doing so the participants authorise the screening of the film free of charge, both during the Festival and for other related events.

5) Every participant has sole responsibility for the content of his/her work and for any possible copyright problem. He/she owns all rights concerning the usage of his/her work according to regulations, and therefore the Festival Board has no responsibility to third parties.

6) The Film Festival consists of the following sections: environment, ethnography, culture, sport, exploration and the promotion of tourism. The Scientific Committee will be responsible for the allocation of the films into the various sections.

7) The Jury will award the following official  prizes: Best Film, Best Photography, Best Film in each of the section. There will be Special Awards for films with outstanding content or artistic and technical value, and a special prize will be awarded by the public. 

8) The films will be screenedin accordance withthe programme decided upon by the Festival Board.

9) The Festival Board reserves the right to use trailers (max length 3 minutes) of the selected films  to promote the event.

10) Participation in the Film Festival implies understanding and agreement of the above- mentioned regulations.


APPLICATION RULES

1) The films  must be sent to the Board of  Filmondo - XXIX International Tourist Film Festival – ACTL - Via Silvio Pellico, 6 - 20121 Milano - Italy, with the participation form duly completed and signed together with a copy of  the proof of  payment of the admission fee. The entry fee is Euros 100 for each work presented. The payments (after bank expenses) can be made by bank transfer to current account n° 8543/40,  IBAN IT96 P056 9601 6000 0000 8543 X40, Banca Popolare di Sondrio, Milano Sede, Via S. Maria Fulcorina 1, 20123 Milano, or by non transferable cheque made payable to ACTL.

2) Independent writers who are not part of any company, association, production house or distribution company are exempt from the payment of the admission fee.

3) The writer of the film will be mentioned in the programme, the catalogue and in press releases of the Festival.

4) Participants who have paid the admission fee can display and distribute promotional material  during  the Festival, if previously agreed with the Festival Board.

5) The deadline for the admission of the films to the competition is: January 31st, 2004..

6) To be admitted to the Festival, the films must be in perfect condition and ready to be shown.

7) Both the boxes and the film spools must display written information regarding the film: title, director, running time, language, sound system.

8) The films will be sent back to the participants by mail to the addresses written on the application forms at the expense of the Festival organisers.   The Festival Board does not accept responsibility for any damage or delay in the return of the films due to circumstances beyond its control.
